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From the Desk of Pastor Carol

The news coming out of Haiti seems to get worse each time | turn on the television or
read an article on the Internet. The estimates now are that between 40,000 and
50,000 people are dead from this week’s earthquake. Millions are without a home.
There is no clean water and food is a scarce commodity. Issues of sanitation and
disease have the potential to result in even more deaths in this already impoverished
nation.

When tragedies like this happen, we can’t help but wonder where God is in all of this. |
believe the answer to that question is two-fold. First, God is in the middle of it. God’s
Spirit is present with the people of Haiti who are suffering. God’s Spirit is present with
the humanitarian workers who are attempting to meet the needs of those around
them. God’s Spirit is present with government officials who are working to maintain
order and get help to the citizens of Haiti as quickly as possible.

However, there is another way that God is present in Haiti. God is present through
those people who are actually there or who are going to minister and help. There will
be many doctors, nurses, and other humanitarian workers who will literally be the
hands and feet of Jesus as they minister to the Haitian people in the days, weeks and
months ahead. And that is what true ministry is all about — when we become the
hands and feet of Jesus ministering to a dying and hurting world.

For most of us, we can’t actually go to Haiti to minister. So where does that leave us
as we experience a desire to help in this dire situation? First, we can give of our
resources. We may not be able to literally go to Haiti, but we can go through the
money we donate. That money will go to provide food and water and health care to
those in need. The United Church of Christ is working to raise $250,000 to send to
Haiti. If you haven’t given through another organization, you can contribute to Haiti
Relief directly through St. Paul’'s. Just mark your contribution for Haiti Relief.

The second thing we can do is reach out to those in need right here in the Lehigh
Valley. You don’t have to go to Haiti to find people in need — they’re all around us. We
need contributions to our Food Bank that ministers to people in our neighborhood. On
Sunday, February 7, our youth group will collect for the Souper Bowl of Caring. The
proceeds that day will go to a local family that lost everything in a recent fire. These
are just a couple of ways that we can minister to folks in our own backyard.

And finally, all of us can pray. Pray for the people and government leaders of Haiti.
Pray for the humanitarian workers who will minister there. Pray for those who work
among those in need in our own communities. Pray for our church that God will lead
us to the outreach ministries we need to be involved in. Pray and ask God how you
can be used to be the hands and feet of Jesus. Working together we can make a
difference in our world.

From the Desk of Pastor Al

This past Wednesday marked the first time | had been in New York City since the week after Jimmy
Carter’s election as president. Some of you already knew that, but what you did not know was that
those few weekdays spent in New York were part of a planned trip to the northeast during my senior
year to look at possible graduate schools for theological education.

In my weekend stay at Princeton, | attended the University Chapel for Sunday worship service. It
was so glorious and alive that | remember it to this day. Dean Ernest Gordon followed the choir,
processing up the center aisle of the nave, dressed in the liturgical colors of the season, with the
organ, trumpets, and timpani resounding in the background to the strains of All Creatures of Our
God and King. That bright November morning had the sun blazing shafts of brilliant colored light
through the glass of that edifice of worship. It was the first time | ever saw liturgical colors, such an
array of stained glass, and heard an organ really played.

It was also the day | became aware that the faith experience that had nurtured me in my formative
years would not be the experience of my adulthood. | have brought to my adulthood many wonderful
aspects of the church experience of my youth: the balanced blending of four-part harmony singing
the songs of faith a capella is probably my favorite memory.

But the sorely lacking item was an appreciation of the deep richness of liturgy developed through the
centuries that honored God, the seasons of the liturgical year that helped to tell the rich story of faith
through a variety of worship experiences. From the stories of Advent showing promise and
expectancy, to the birth of the Church following Easter resurrection, | embraced it all.

And we now approach one of my favorite seasons, Lent. Lent is a double journey—a journey
together (and alone) toward the mystery of God’s redemptive embrace in the death and resurrection
of Christ. At the same time, it is a journey into the depths of our humanity. Without a shared, living
memory of who Jesus Christ was, there would be no faith community with a distinctive Christian
identity. Without a living encounter over time with who Christ is in our midst, there would be no
unfolding of Christian life and ministry. The double journey of Lent, then, is a baptismal journey.

Lent developed as a season of preparation and formation for initiation into the church at Easter. The
forty days of preparation involved the whole church, not only those preparing to be baptized.

Instead of “giving up something” this year, let us consider this season of Lent to be a time of taking
on once again the mystery that is the journey of discipline, prayer, and instruction. Let us embrace
our baptism. And as we finish the season of Lent with the glory that is Easter, let us sing our
Alleluias with renewed commitment and appreciation.

From the Organist and Master of the Choristers

Who is Johann Sebastian Bach? Why do so many musicians, especially church musicians, find a
common bond with him and his music? What kind of a person was he and why, even after being
dead for over 300 years, does his music still speak to many people? In the next few newsletter arti-
cles, I will endeavor to answer most of these types of questions and hope to shed some light on the
magnificence of this composer, family man and German born musician who was so influential, that
the Baroque period of music (1600 — 1750) ended with his death. | will also take you through the
several periods of Bach’s life as an organist and church musician, highlighting how and where he
lived and worked.

Johann Sebastian Bach was born in the town of Eisenach, Germany, in the year 1685. His Father,
Johann Ambrosius, was a court trumpeter and in charge of the town musicians. The Bach family
was replete with musicians for many years; so much that the name “Bach” was synonymous with
the term musician. He was the last of eight children, with whom he, three brothers and a sister were
the only ones to survive childhood. He attended the Latin School and most likely entered in 1692.
Johann Sebastian was said to have had a fine treble voice while in the Latin School. High above the
town where Bach was born and spent his early childhood also stood the Wartburg Castle, where
Martin Luther translated the New Testament into German.

Many children died at early ages, especially in the smaller towns, due to the poor disposal of waste,
unpaved roads with ditches on each side and germs that had yet to be scientifically discovered. At a
very early age, Johann Sebastian lost a sister then later, a brother. By the time he was nine years
old, his mother had died and almost nine months later, his father died as well. He and another
brother went to live with their eldest brother, Johann Christoph (born in 1671), who had recently
married and settled down in the town of Ohrdruf, which was approximately thirty miles away from
Eisenach, where Bach was born. Johnann Christoph was a very accomplished organist and a for-
mer pupil of Johann Pachelbel (who most people associate with his celebrated Canon in D) and
served as organist at the St. Michael Church in Ohrdruf.

Johann Sebastian’s stay in Ohrdruf lasted from 1695 until 1700. He settled right in at his brother’s
home and learned the harpsichord and organ with great interest from his brother and quickly mas-
tered the pieces he was given to learn. When a new organ was being installed at the church in
Ohrdruf, the young Bach was allowed to watch it's construction, which undoubtedly contributed to
him being much sought after as an organ inspector and the one the organ builders turned to for ad-
vice.

His older brother also encouraged the young Bach to copy manuscripts of other German composers
to “assimilate” a style and to also study composition. It was at this time that the well loved story is
told where the young Bach copied a forbidden piece of musical manuscript by moonlight, only to
have the older brother find it and destroy it.

During this time, young Bach attended the grammar school at Ohrdruf and made excellent progress
in Latin, Greek and theology. Scholars here, as in Eisenach, were employed as choir boys and the
choirmaster took immediate note of the young Bach’s fine treble voice and his musical capabilities.
It was because of his musical capabilities, that he was able to join the wealthy St. Michael’s monas-
tery in the town of Luneburg that provided for boys who were poor but had musical talent.

Bach’s stay in Luneburg lasted from 1700 until 1702. In the spring of 1700, he and a school friend,
Georg Erdman, who was also joining the choir, set out for the journey of one hundred and eighty
miles north to the town of Luneburg. We really don’t know how they traveled, but it is presumed that
they traveled mostly on foot and when possible, on a barge or farmers cart. They most likely were
given food and lodging in the many monasteries along the way. (continued on next page)

When he arrived in Luneburg, he was pleasantly accepted due to his exceptional soprano voice and
was at once chosen to sing in the “select choir” or “Matins Choir” at St. Michaels. They had a rigor-
ous singing schedule and young Bach was able to participate in choral as well as orchestral per-
formances that would have been unknown to him had he stayed in the towns surrounding his birth-
place. On top of that, he was able to have full access to the music library at the “Gymnasium” which
housed the best examples of German music of the church.

Soon after, the young Bach lost his Soprano voice but played violin in the orchestra and also played
the harpsichord for rehearsal of the choir. When he turned eighteen, he had been already influenced
by many great German composers, especially the great organist Jan Adams Reinken, who intro-
duced the young Bach to the many great organ traditions in the city of Hamburg, where the young
Bach traveled to on foot many times. Now, he decided he would try to find employment in his native
area.

He was extremely interested in the new organ being constructed in the new church of the town of
Arnstadt and since his family had been professionally active in the district for many years, he felt he
had a good chance of getting the position.

Stay tuned to see whether or not he lands this job and much more. See you at worship.
