From the Desk of Pastor Carol

As I am writing this, we are one day away from beginning the season of Lent. The name Lent
comes from the word “to lengthen” and is associated with the spring of the year and increasing 
length of the daylight hours. Lent begins on Ash Wednesday and lasts forty days (not counting 
Sundays), ending on Easter Sunday.

Lent is a season of the church year that focuses on self-examination, prayer, and fasting in 
preparation for Holy Week. One cornerstone of Lent through the years has been self-denial. The 
faithful are encouraged to give up something that they enjoy during the period of Lent. Many 
Christians choose to give up meat, alcohol, sweets or other types of food as part of the Lenten 
discipline of fasting.

I believe that giving something up for Lent is a good idea. This practice reflects one of my 
favorite passages of scripture, Philippians 5-8:  Let the same mind be in you that was in 
Christ Jesus, who, though he was in the form of God, did not regard equality with God as 
something to be exploited, but emptied himself, taking on the form of a slave, being born 
in human likeness. And being found in human form, he humbled himself and became 
obedient to the point of death – even death on a cross. Our Savior gave up all of the rights 
and privileges that were his in heaven, and instead, he emptied himself, took on human form, 
and gave his life for us on the cross. He gave his all for us, so it is appropriate during this forty 
day period to give up something for him as a form of spiritual discipline.

However, I think sometimes it’s too easy just to give up something for Lent. We decide we can 
live without chocolate or soda for forty days, and then we keep living the rest of our lives the 
same way we always have. I believe there is another spiritual discipline that we should observe 
during our Lenten journey – the discipline of adding something to our lives.

Maybe you know you’re not spending enough time in prayer – your Lenten discipline could be 
adding a period of time, 15 or 30 minutes a day, to spend in prayer. Perhaps it’s been a long 
time since you spent any serious amount of time reading scripture – your Lenten discipline could 
be adding a period of time each day to spend reading the Bible. You might know that you’re 
spending too much time working and not enough time with your family – your Lenten discipline 
could be making sure you have time together each day as a family. It might be that you know 
you’re not getting enough exercise so you add on a discipline of a daily workout to your 
schedule. These are just some suggestions. Use this time of Lent to take a serious look at your 
life and see what you need to add on.

Whether you give something up this Lent or add something on, my prayer is that all of us will 
use this forty day period to examine our lives, determine what we can do to draw closer to God 
and to live out our faith more effectively, and then do those things.

From the Desk of Pastor Al

The estimate is that 25% of Americans consider themselves “spiritual but not religious.” Another 
12% say they are neither.  Some of both groups are actually in churches but most are not. 
“Who” is in these groups changes constantly but the baby boomers currently dominate the 
group.  The challenge is to understand what has turned them away from organized religion and 
what attracts some of them back.  All churches struggle with this if you want children and 
grandchildren to find meaning in church and remain – but even more if you believe God calls 
you to reach those de-churched in your communities - to help them on their faith  journeys or 
quests for meaning. Do you believe God calls them and seeks them?  How can you help God 
out? And will you help even if it means new ways of being and doing?

Dr. Linda Mercadante, who grew up in a home where religion was forbidden, tells of her own 
spiritual need and attending church alone as a child – caught by something yet unsupported.  
She understands the stories her many interviews have yielded of seekers trying one spiritual 
offering after another or one religion after another.  

She insists humans are naturally religious and will eventually seek to meet spiritual needs but 
may not know to go to churches or may be turned off when they do. She also insists we in the 
church have assets and gifts the world needs and challenges us to not write off those 
outside church but rather to listen to them and learn where God is leading them and help. They 
are often disillusioned, have many bad stereotypes about church and religion, distrust authority 
but may be in a crisis of identity and truly searching and open. 

There are reasons people don’t attend, but those who did settle into a church community said 
what attracted them included the following:

 A loving intergenerational, mixed, diverse community
 Was multicultural with global awareness (even diverse food/music helped)
 Found individual attention (now rare in wider culture for many folk)
 Saw creativity, meaning the church “tried stuff”
 Informality – so they relaxed, listened and participated more freely 
 Felt the presence of God there
 Found a mission – a way to give beyond self, and people to do it with
 Found people confident, active and inviting

There’s lots more to explore and to try but what won’t work is just lamenting that “visitors don’t 
stay” or “nobody visits” or “we’re all getting old and the church is shrinking.”  Churches can 
shrink and die but God is still seeking and finding people and new ways of relating to God will 
emerge.  I encourage you to not be afraid – but rather to join God who continues to “do a new 
thing.” 

I firmly believe that God is Still Speaking to St. Paul’s United Church of Christ. Let’s move into 
the future with hope, joy, and anticipation, as we gather in God’s people and minister in our 
community!

From the Organist and Master of the Choristers      Last month, I began outlining who Johann 
Sebastian Bach was and the different points in his musical career. This month, I will continue along the same lines and 
present the next few “stations” in his life and career.

While Bach was waiting for the new organ to be completed in the town of Arnstadt, he was offered the position of violin-
ist in the small chamber orchestra of the Duke of Weimar, Duke Ernst. He accepted this position. While here, he made 
friends and served as the deputy to the aging court organist, Effler, and was able to play the organ regularly to keep his 
technique in shape. His time here was not long, but he was to return later on.

In July 1703 the town council of Arnstadt invited the young Bach to try out the new organ at the new church (the previ-
ous church being seriously damaged by fire) and the people of Arnstadt were so impressed with his playing, that they 
immediately offered him the post of organist.

At the end of 1703, the 18 year old Bach began his post in Arnstadt and was most likely thrilled to have a new and rela-
tively large organ (2 manuals and 23 stops) and the ability to provide music for a congregation.

In October of 1705, the town council granted Bach leave to travel to the city of Lubeck, in order to hear the great organ-
ist Dietrich Buxtehude. The young Bach took every chance to hear Buxtehude play. He was so impressed and was 
learning so much from the organist both in discussions with him as well as attendance at his recitals and performances 
of cantatas, that he stayed through Christmas and did not return to Arnstadt until the following February.

He returned to Arstadt, full of new ideas and enthusiasm, 3 months late!  The town council was most annoyed and found 
it necessary to reprimand him because of his “strange sounds” played from the organ that confused the congregation in 
their singing of the chorales. This was because he was utilizing the new style that he had heard while on leave, and his 
ornamentation surprised and bewildered the congregation. They also asked him to explain his “extension” to his leave. 
Bach made no attempt to explain himself to what he most likely viewed a group of “narrow minded” old gentlemen. The 
town council knowing how talented an organist they really had, decided to be lenient with him.

Despite all of this, the council was forced to reprimand him once again for refusing to work with the undisciplined boys 
choir that he was required to train as part of the councils “economy.”  His final reprimand came as the council treated a 
complaint that the young Bach was “entertaining a strange damsel” to music in the choir loft. This young lady was more 
than likely his cousin, Maria Barbara, whom he later married.

It was apparent that Bach needed to look around for something else and somewhere new. At the end of 1706, he had 
heard the organist at the town of Muhlhausen had died. As he had knowledge of this town having a long and rich musi-
cal tradition, he auditioned for the post and was accepted very favorably.

So, in June of 1707, he turned in the keys to his office in Arnstadt and took the few belongings that he possessed and 
left quietly for his new post. When arriving in Muhlhausen, he found that a quarter of the town had been burned by fire 
and it was extremely difficult to find a place to live and he was forced to pay very high rent.  This did not deter him from 
sending for Maria Barbara and in October they were married.

Bach began to retrain the poor choir and orchestra. It was here that he composed and performed his cantata “God is my 
King.”  The success of this cantata, which was written for the inauguration of the town council, was so great, that Bach 
found it in his best interests to submit a detailed report proposing a complete overhaul of the organ. The council agreed 
and he was given the task of overseeing the entire process, because not only was he a great organist but he had also 
become an expert on the construction of organs.

Sadly, before the organ was completed, there was great unrest between the orthodox Lutherans and the Pietists. The 
pietists were not lovers of music as the Lutherans and being that the immediate supervisor of Bach was a pietist, he felt 
that this would only worsen the decay of music and would keep him from trying to initiate what he termed as “well regu-
lated church music to the glory of God.”

Thankfully, Bach still had contacts in Weimar, where he served as violinist and court musician to the Duke of Weimar. 
The Duke offered Bach a post as a musician in the court chamber orchestra and in June, 1708, Bach sent his letter of 
resignation to the council stating not only reasons such as not being able to keep a wife on the small salary, but also 
stating his fear over the decay of music.  The council had no choice but to accept his resignation.  The parting was in-
deed amicable, and when the organ was completed in 1709, Bach was invited to perform the dedicatory recital, which 
he did with great pride.

In next month’s newsletter, I will complete the remaining stations of Bach, which will include his employment at Cothen 
and Leipzig. March 21st will be the 325th anniversary of the birth of Bach. Maybe I’ll break down and bake a cake; no, on 
second thought, maybe I’ll just buy one!  See you in church!

Palm Sunday & Easter Flowers
